Dear friends,

We are sharing with you the NHA study produced by the Nicaraguan Ministry of Health (MINSA)
for the period 1995-2001. This study was prepared by MINSA's Planning and Development
General Division, the Inter-Institutional Technical Committee of National Health Accounts, with
the support of the private sector, and the technical and financial cooperation of USAID/Harvard
and PAHO/WHO. It was published in November of 2002 and disseminated in a national seminar
on December 2002.

Nicaragua, together with a group of countries of the Central America and Caribbean Region, will
be participating in a sub-regional seminar on Harmonization of Health Accounts being organized
by PAHO in cooperation with the Economic Commission for Latin America and the Caribbean
(ECLAC).

Nicaragua participated in the first NHA network, which operated during 1997 and 1998 and
produced the first 1995 and 1996 estimates. Since 2000, they have revised these estimates.
Estimates presented in this report are based on the System of Health Accounts methodology
proposed by OECD <http://www.oecd.org/pdf/M00036000/M00036524.pdf> in their manual "A
System of Health Accounts, 2000".

During the three years of work on this project, Nicaragua had important advances in the
institutionalization process. The NHA MINSA team was strengthened and the Inter-institutional
Committee was established with the participation of all the public and private institutions involved
in the health sector.

We congratulate Nicaragua for this important effort and we hope it serves as an example for other
LAC countries. We plan to share the private-sector data collection instruments with you very
soon, as well as the data on household expenses from the NHA 2001. There is an equity analysis
in progress that will also be available very soon.

We have also added many new documents to our library in reference to HIV/AIDS.
