Expressions of interest

The Inter-American Development Bank (IDB) has received financing from the General Cooperation Fund for Spain in the amount of EUR290,000 (two hundred and ninety thousands euros) and intends to apply the proceeds for payment of consulting services to be procured under the technical cooperation operation BR-T1068. – Forest Vocation Land Policy Implementation in Brazil.

Through the contracting of one consulting firm, the objectives of the technical cooperation (TC) are to develop operational instruments for the implementation of the forest policy based on a forest vocation land (FVL, see http://www.stcp.com.br/bid/ ) strategy in pilot areas and prepare projects to apply them to the rest of the Brazilian states of Mato Grosso (MT), Minas Gerais (MG), and Parana (PR).  The TC will assist the beneficiary governments to improve forest related environmental services production such as soil and water protection, and increase the competitiveness of land-based businesses in their territories.  The operation finances the adaptation of instruments related to the identification of FVL in selected regions at an operational scale; the identification of conflicting forest and non forest policies to assure consistency; the adjustment of regulations to implement FVL provisions of the law; the establishment of pragmatic FVL cover change monitoring mechanisms and procedures; the reengineering and demonstration of enforcement activities; the dissemination of policy rules; identification of an assistance strategy for policy compliance by landowners; and the comparative analysis of the current policy framework as compared with the based on the forest vocation land concept using environmental, technical, and economic, financial, fiscal cost/benefit criteria, and economic activity impacts.  The tools development and implementation demonstration for selected parts of each state will allow their application to remainder of the participating states’ territories and help other states in evaluating the applicability and convenience of such policies to their own territories.

The documentation generated will have to be produced in Portuguese, with executive summaries in Spanish and English.  Contracted services are expected to start during the second quarter of 2008 and last for up to 12 months, mostly conducted in Brazil.
Procurement of contracts financed by the Inter-American Development Bank will be conducted in accordance with the Policies for Procurement of Works and Goods financed by the Inter-American Development Bank (current edition), and is open to all eligible bidders as defined in the policies. Consulting services will be selected and contracted in accordance with the Policies for the Selection and Contracting of Consultants financed by the Inter-American Development Bank (current edition).  The financing of the technical cooperation is 75% tied to the use of Spanish consulting services. Since only one consulting contract is sought, funds will be used for the hiring of a Spanish firm, an association of Spanish firms, or an association led by a Spanish firm (s) with firm (s) from borrowing member countries of the IDB; or pay for other eligible expenses. Consultants may associate to enhance their qualifications.
A specific procurement notice for the contract will be announced under the Inter-American Development Bank’s international competitive bidding (ICB) procedures. A request for expressions of interest contracts will be advertised in UN Development Business and Inter-American Development Bank’s Web Site .
